He does not
mention , as the report does, that after the
Cuban American National Foundation
launched a campaign against the Miami
Herald, the paper's publisher received
death threats, and now stans his car. with a
remote{ontrol device on advice from the
Il{iami Police Department.

Hernandez's major failure lies in his
apology for rhe Cuban right-wingen, whose
hatred for Castro he "understands." He la-
ments that rational compromise on the
"Cuban dilemma" is impossible while Cas-
tro is in power, as if compromise is the ap
propriate response to socalled Americans
who threaten and kiil others who disaeree
with them. Where is Hernandez's ange-r at
the attack on freedom of speech and asso-
ciation?
